Bylaws

A revision history of the Bylaws is maintained online http://rhoncsu.org/w/AlumniClub/ByLaws . Each section is followed with a year in brackets indicating the last edit.  Sections not marked are from the original 2010 version.
These bylaws were unanimously ratified at the first Annual Meeting held on 03/27/2010.
Article I

Name, Purpose, and Extent
Sec. 1. The name of this organization shall be The Hammer of Rho Alumni Club of Theta Tau.  It shall also be known by its acronym THOR.
Sec. 2. It shall not be in the power of this organization to change its name.

Sec. 3. The purpose of this organization shall be to increase the values of alumni membership in Theta Tau by:
a) Uniting its members in a strong bond of fraternal fellowship.
b) Maintaining a high standard of professional interest among its members.
c) Welcoming alumni new to the area.
d) Cooperating in the activities of the Fraternity and of present and future Chapters in this area.
e) Cooperating in the activities specifically of Rho Chapter and the Rho Chapter of Theta Tau Housing Corporation.

Sec. 4. This Alumni Club is intended to serve these alumni and student members of Theta Tau :
a) All alumni members of Rho Chapter who are in good standing and current with their obligations to the Rho of Theta Tau Housing Corporation.
b) All student members of Rho Chapter who are not suspended and in good standing.
c) Members of other chapters living in Wake County in the State of North Carolina and adjacent counties.
Article II

Membership
Sec. 1. Membership shall be limited to alumni members (including honorary members) and student members of Theta Tau who are currently in good standing and who can prove themselves to be members of the Fraternity.
Sec. 2. Membership must be requested in writing and submitted at a regular business meeting.  If the request meets the guidelines of Section I that person will be added to the rolls for the current year.  Renewal of membership at the Annual meeting shall be in writing or by email notice.
Sec. 3. All Theta Tau alumni known to live in the geographical area described in Article I, Section 4, shall be included on the mailing list. 
Sec. 4. Only members who are from Rho Chapter shall be eligible to vote, count against quorum, hold office, or to represent the organization at Fraternity affairs.
Sec. 5. Alumni members failing to renew their membership at the Annual meeting shall be classified as inactive.  Inactive members who still meet the requirements of membership will be immediately re-instated to the rolls upon receipt of a written or email request.
Article III

Officers
Sec. 1. The officers of this organization shall be: President, and Secretary, who shall constitute the Executive Committee.
Sec. 2. Each officer shall be elected by majority secret vote of all members present or represented at the Annual Meeting.
Sec. 3. Each officer shall hold office for one calendar year or until his successor has been elected.
Sec. 4. The President shall preside at all meetings, appoint all committees and non-elective officers, render an annual report in triplicate to the Grand Scribe of Theta Tau (including activities of the organization, engineering opportunities, etc.) and fulfill such other obligations as may be imposed upon him by the organization.
Sec. 5. The President shall be responsible for temporarily holding any funds raised as described below.

Sec. 6. The Secretary shall act as the chair if the President is temporarily unable to officiate.

Sec. 7. The Secretary shall keep the organization’s records; keep minutes of all regular and special meetings; maintain on file with the Grand Regent and with the Grand Scribe, a current copy of the organization’s Bylaws, and with the Editor of the THE GEAR OF THETA TAU and with the grand Scribe, a current list of the names and addresses of the officers of the organization; assist the Rho Chapter Corresponding Secretary with maintaining an up-to-date email list of all Theta Tau alumni living in the area described in Article I, Section 3; distribute to all local alumni notices of meetings, statements of annual dues, and copies of proposed Bylaws amendments; submit at least annually for publication in THE GEAR an article on the organization’s activities; and perform such other duties as prescribed by the President or by the organization.
Sec. 8. Vacancy in any office shall be filled temporarily by appointment of the Executive Committee, and then regularly by election at the next meeting after such vacancy occurs.
Article IV

Conduct of Business Meetings

Sec. 1. A regular meeting shall be held at least once a year.  The Annual Meeting shall be held in the first quarter of each year on a date set by the Executive Committee.  Due and timely notice of regular meetings will be given via email.
Sec. 2. Special meetings may be called by the Executive Committee or by a majority vote of members present at a meeting.
Sec. 3. The 1st meeting each year shall be denoted the “Annual Meeting” at which officers shall be elected, and at the close of which the new officers will assume their duties.
Sec. 4. A quorum shall consist of three-fifths of the members present in person or represented by other member(s) holding their written or email proxies.
Sec. 5. Robert's Rules of Order shall govern all proceedings in which they are not inconsistent with the National Constitution, National Bylaws, or Club Bylaws.
Sec. 6. The order of business at all regular meetings of this Club shall be:

a) Roll call.

b) Reading of the minutes; correction of minutes.

c) Reports from officers.

d) Unfinished business.

e) New business.

f) Adjournment.

Sec. 7. Email Voting: Any item of business whose voting procedure is not specified in the Bylaws may be put to an email vote. Email votes are to be conducted at the President’s discretion. A quorum of two thirds of the voting members must respond with a vote (Yes, No, Abstain) for the email vote to be valid. The President must set an ending date for votes and a vote may not extend for more than a period of one week. The President must send an email after the period ends detailing the outcome of the vote. The email responses and outcome of the vote must be printed and attached to the next business meeting's minutes.
Article V

Financial Matters
Sec. 1. Members will not be assessed any annual dues.
Sec. 2. Dinners, parties, etc. shall be financed through charges made of the members participating.
Sec. 3. The club shall collect no additional funds except for those that are to be immediately delivered to either Rho Chapter or Rho Chapter of Theta Tau Housing Corporation for the purposes of those organizations fundraisers.
Sec. 4. This club is to remain a private organization and shall not incorporate or seek to obtain non-profit status.

Article VI

Miscellaneous
Sec. 1. These Bylaws may be amended by a two thirds vote of all members. All proposals for amendments shall be in writing and must be presented to the Club at least one week prior to voting. A quorum for voting on amendment proposals shall be three fourths of the members.
Sec. 2. Upon becoming a member of this organization, each member agrees to obey all parts of these Bylaws.
Sec. 3. Between meetings, the Executive Committee may act for the Club on matters of immediacy so long as such actions are in accord with these Bylaws and the laws and customs of Theta Tau. All interim actions must be presented at the next meeting for possible ratification by the membership.
Sec. 4. Reference footers for each Article of the Bylaws may be amended by a majority vote of the members at a single meeting.

Sec. 5. Any reference to voting refers to only those members on the rolls for the current year and who are eligible to vote as defined in Article II.
